The internet is an exciting and informative 

place for children but, as in the real world, 

it carries it’s dangers; including bullying. 

Here are some tips to support you and your 

child if you feel they are experiencing 

unfriendly behavior in the online world. 

 

Moderate their usage 

Don’t deny them access to technology but 

get them to moderate their usage and stay 

off sites or online games through which 

they’ve been bullied for a while. The online 

world moves rapidly so the bully may lose 

interest. 

Keep a record  

If bullying continues, keep the messages 

and take screenshots as evidence of what’s 

happening. 

Report it and block the bully 

If content has been posted to a website or 

social network that is upsetting your child, 

contact the website. Each site has it’s own 

way of reporting cyberbullying.
